REGISTRATION AND TRANSFER

All cats, kittens and neuters of breeds recognised by, and registered by the G.C.C.F. (Please read rule 1d. section 4 for cats
on the reference register) are eligible for entry in the pedigree section. ALL pedigree Cats, Kittens from 14 weeks old and
Neuters exhibited at a GCCF show MUST be registered. To be eligible for entry all registration and transfer applications
must have reached the GCCF Office AT LEAST 21 DAYS BEFORE THIS SHOW. All registered exhibits which have
changed ownership, must have been transferred to the new owner/s at least 21 days before the show. If the registration
number is not to hand when completing the entry form, write the name you have applied for and N.A.F [number applied for]
in the appropriate columns and send the details when received in writing to the Show Manager.

ENTRY FORM (your entry form will be processedy computer)

Registered Owners must complete the official entry form and subscribe to the declaration therein. You must read rules le
and 1fin section 4 and also the notes on the contents page. Owners under the age of 18 years must have the entry form
countersigned by a parent or guardian. If an exhibit is owned by two persons both must sign the entry form under the
declaration. Every exhibit must be identified on the entry form EXACTLY as recorded on the registration/transfer
certificate relating to it. Owners are responsible for entering the correct classes. The show managers will help with this if
you are not sure._The FULL BREED No. ason the registration form, must be enteredin the spaceprovided on the

showentry form.

Please note that in addition to the classes entered, the candidates in the GCCF judge appointment scheme may also handle
your cat for assessment purposes. Each exhibit must be entered in FOUR classes one of which must be an Open class. For
experimental breeds granted preliminary recognition by the GCCF owners must state Full Breed Number, Name of Breed
and Colour on entry form. An approved standard of points must be sent with your entry.

ALL CORRECTIONS OF ENTRIES MUST BE IN WRITING and may be made up to the close of the show.
ALTERATIONS OF ENTRIES MADE AFTER SHOW CLOSING DATE MUST NOT BE A CHANGE OF EXHIBIT.
Only entries made on JERSEY Entry forms will be accepted. FAX COPIES ARE NOT ACCEPTED. _Entry forms that are
unsigned, are not printed in block capitals or are without full fees will be returned. You must enclosea stampedself
addressedenvelopeleft open,to bereturned asacknowledgemenbf entry and for the checkingof your showentry
asit will appearin the catalogue.

Note: A show entry cannot be withdrawn after the published closing date of the show, as on the schedule cover.

VETTING -IN PLEASE CLIP THE TIPS OF YOUR CATS CLAWS BEFORE THE SHOW

Exhibits will bereceivedat the showhall from 8.00amto 9.30amon the morning of the show.A stewardwill pen
late arrivals. All exhibits must be brought to the show in suitable containers, top opening recommended. (NO LEADS) and
must be accompanied by the owner or the owner’s representative. No exhibit may be penned before being examined by the
Veterinary Surgeons.

Exhibits must have clean ears and coats free from pests and skin lesions. The following will not be admitted: Cats or
Kittens that have been de-clawed; or are blind. Male cats (over 9 months), which are Monorchid or Cryptorchid, Queens
who are pregnant, lactating or who have kittened within the last 12 weeks may not be shown. Vasectomised Cats may not be
shown. Unfit exhibits must be removed by their owners and entry fees forfeited. If in the Veterinary Surgeons opinion it is
desirable, all other exhibits in the same registered ownership shall be debarred from attending the show. The Veterinary
Surgeons decision is final.

All exhibits must beinoculated againstFIE. FVR. And FCV (cat flu) The full course,in accordancewith the
manufacturers recommendations must have beencompletedmore than sevendaysbefore the show. Current
Vaccination Certificates, which must indicate the identity of the exhibit, issued by a veterinary practice only (dated not less
than 7 days prior to the show) must be brought with exhibits for inspection. Cats with an invalid certificate will be rejected
under section A. Cats without a certificate will also be rejected unless the exhibitor undertakes to provide proof of
vaccination, valid for this show, by sending the certificate to the GCCF office within seven days of the show. Cats showing a
positive reaction to the Feline Leukaemia Virus or Feline Immunodeficiency Virus Blood Tests must not be shown.
HOMEOPATHIC VACCINATION cannot be accepted for the purpose of showing.

EXHIBITORS are responsiblefor the costof any Vet treatment required in their absencerom the hall.

BITING AT SHOWS

Any cat biting or inflicting injury by deliberately scratching a judge, veterinary surgeon, steward or other show officials must
be reported to the show manager. The show manager will withdraw that cat from the show and shall inform the owner of the
cat in writing, sending a copy to the GCCF. If the cat was defending itself in exceptional or frightening circumstances that
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
